Peregrine Class Year 5 and 6

Last Friday we visited Slow Grown Farm. It was a very
interesting day. We saw the dairy herd who were all
pregnant and some of them had given birth. The
calves were very cute. Katie and Brett spoke to us
about their holistic and environmental farming
methods. We learnt that at Slow Grown Farm the
calves stay with their Mums and are weaned naturally. They live outside all year.
This means the cows and calves are happy and have a good life in their natural
environment. All the milk is used to make cheese. It was interesting visiting the
milking parlour and seeing the different sections. The calves are able to go
to the milking parlour with their Mums. We saw 21 saddle-back piglets,
They were very funny and followed us making lots of noise. The pigs live
in the woodland and are also allowed to be free and happy until they go
to the abattoir. Edith was lucky enough to name one of the calves,
Buttercup! Thank you Katie and Brett for such a thought provoking visit.
Thank you so much to Angie (Evie’s Mum) for coming with us.

On Thursday we visited Tangmere Aviation Museum as part of our
World War 2 project. It was really enjoyable. We spent time discussing
the Battle of Britain and the pilots who were based at Tangmere during
the war. We rang the actual bell to muster the pilots and learnt they
had three minutes to get to their plane and take off. Only about 50% of
the pilots ever returned after each mission. Winston Churchill
remembered their sacrifice with the words, Never in the field of
human conflict has so much been owed by so many to so few. There
were so many amazing planes. Particularly Spitfires and Hurricanes.
We saw the fastest flying plane in the world called the Mach 2, it is
the only one in the world. We were able to sit in the cockpit of one of
the planes and use the flight simulator to determine our flying skills.
We were in five groups and our task was to research a person from
WW?2 using artefacts from the museum. At the end of the day we
dressed up and acted out our stories of bravery. Thank you Jason and Tangmere Team for such a great day.
Thank you to Laura (Jack and George’s Mum) and Hazel (Charlie’s Mum) for coming with us on the trip.

On Monday there was a cricket afternoon run by Keira and Tom
from Petworth Cricket Club. We had fun playing mini games to
develop our cricket skills. Thank you so much for the training.
We have spent this week creating our own River Books. We are
including facts, poetry, illustrations and games and are going to
share our books with year 3/4 after half-term.

Today Year 6 have received their Leavers Hoodies. They are very
excited to be wearing them at school. A huge thank you to
Serena (Rosie’s Mum) for organising this.
